Arguments:  (What are the arguments presented by the attorneys for the plaintiff and the attorneys for the defendant?)










Holding:  (What is the court’s decision?  How did the court apply case law to the fact situation?  Was a dissenting opinion published?)










Significance of the Case:  (If the US Supreme Court decides in your favor, what will be the precedent for future cases?  What impact will the US Supreme Court’s decision have?)
